Appendix 5 Geographies

Patients are assigned to a cancer network of residence according to primary care trust of diagnosis. They are
assigned to a cancer network of treatment according to NHS Trust of first attendance/treatment. The relationship
between PCT, NHS Trusts and cancer network is shown below. This is based on the cancer postcode directory
(January 2008) which was produced following consultations with cancer networks in England about their boundaries.
PCTs and NHS Trusts are assigned to one cancer network only, as registrations cannot be counted more than once.

The age-standardised incidence rates shown in tables 2.1-2.2 used population data based on the Office for National

Statistics 2006 mid-year estimates. The geographies used are shown below.
